Descriptive Surveillance Findings
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Summary: For the past 2 weeks, 10 cases were reported with unspecified agents (10) in Mount Lebanon (5), North (2), Beirut (1), Bekaa
(1), and Baalbeck-Hermel (1).
As cumulative for 2024, 90 meningitis cases were reported from the 1st Jan 2024. 31 were classified as bacterial, including 6 SP and 2 HI.

The annualized incidence rate reached 3.8/100000. The most affected mohafazas is South (7/100000) and Beirut (5/100000). High risk age
groups are under 5 years (11.6/100000) and 65+y (7/100000). The follow up found 11 deaths (CFR at 12%).
