Knights of Malta Organization founded in 1989 St. John
Baptist Medical & Social center in Chiyah, Ain
Al-Remmaneh, within the network of services and care that
is provided to all the Lebanese territories in cooperation
with humanitarian organizations of all religions. In 1997, the
center joined the National PHC Network and in 2013 the
center joined the first phase of the Accreditation program
implemented by MoPH in collaboration with Accreditation
Canada.

The center also offers a variety of
other services, including: ecography, pharmacy, laboratory,
physiotherapy, dietician consultation for patients with
diabetes, psychological treatment, and a special program
for the elderly, which offers meals on Wednesdays and
Saturdays and entertainment during holidays.

Makhzoumi Foundation Health Care Program, operating in
PHC center located in Mazraa, provides primary health care
services based on standards recommended by MoPH and
Accreditation Canada. In addition to the diverse
community-based programs implemented and the weekly
health education and awareness sessions held, health care
services offered include: preventive and curative health care
services, dental care, routine immunization, nutrition,
screening and management within the NCD program,
malnutrition screening, diagnostic services (laboratory and
radiology), physical therapy, provision of essential and
chronic medication, home care and support for the elderly.
Mental health and psychosocial support services are also
offered according to the national MHGAP program. School
Health is also carried out on a regular basis to provide health
screening, vaccination and to encourage healthy behavior in
children. The program also offers “Aman” health cards to
assist patients with covering health costs at the center.

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Labweh Health Care Center
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Labweh Health Care center established in 2012 in Northern
Bekaa, Labweh town, is considered the focal point of the
geographical area it is located in, since it is visited by almost
700 to 800 patients per month from neighboring villages. The
center’s strategic plan aims at stimulating development in the
region through identifying society’s needs, implementing
awareness and counseling programs, and conducting studies.
The center also provides several health services through its
different sections, including: general, reproductive,
cardiovascular and children's health, radiology, laboratory,
dental clinic, pharmacy, etc... Additionally, the center
commits to MoPH’s vaccination campaigns against polio virus
and covers all schools in its area. Due to the center’s
contribution in providing free health services to the Army on
active duty, the center was granted an acknowledgement
from MoPH and the Armed Forces Commander, for its
dedication and was also adopted as a field hospital during the
recent events that took place in Arsal region in August 2014.
Within the center’s plan in ensuring provision of high quality
health services and implementing developmental programs
under the center’s logo “Health is a Right for All", the center
was granted Cabinet of Ministers’ approval for provision of
technological medical equipment.
