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Ministry’s Response to the Sandstorm in Lebanon

During the sandstorm Lebanon has witnessed in September, MoPH
declared an emergency response through its National PHC Network,
whereby all regions, under the support of UNICEF, were provided with
allergy medication and face masks. More than 2660 cases were treated
in PHC centers, 120 of whom were transferred to governmental
hospitals, in addition to more than 1230 cases treated at all hospitals at
the Ministry’s expense. Furthermore, the Ministry in collaboration with
Beyond Organization treated around 477 cases of displaced Syrians in
mobile medical clinics and distributed necessary medication and face
masks, with a few cases transferred to hospitals. The Ministry further
circulated precaution measures for citizens to abide by.
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PHC Accreditation in Lebanon Phase 4
A team from Accreditation Canada visited Lebanon as part of the Phase
4 Accreditation program that is implemented by the Ministry in
collaboration with Accreditation Canada. PHC centers across Lebanon
were surveyed, reaching a total number of 78 centers that have been
visited so far since initiation of the program, 10 of which underwent
Actual surveying during this visit.
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PHC Initiatives & Activities
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1. The Integration of Malnutrition into Primary Health Care

The Ministry of Health, in collaboration with UNICEF and IOCC,
launched an initiative for the Integration of Malnutrition into
Primary Health Care, aiming at screening and treating diagnosed
malnourished cases of children under 5 years of age at PHC
centers. Accordingly, pediatricians and health care workers from
217 PHC centers were trained on the screening and diagnosis of
acute cases of malnutrition, 57 of which were chosen to be
Treatment centers and underwent further training.

2. Mother & Child Health Care Initiative

“Mother and Child Health Care” Initiative, in collaboration with
WHO, Makassed Philanthropic Organization, European Union
and UNHCR, aims at providing quality PHC services to Lebanese
mothers and children in Beirut, Bekaa and the North. These
services include antenatal and delivery services, child healthcare
and vaccination for up to 2 years of age, and the establishment
of a referral system between the PHC centers and its nearby
governmental hospitals. Since its launching in September 2014,
a total of 913 services were provided for mothers and children in
these areas (Table 1). This initiative comes after the success of
the Ministry’s health care initiative for pregnant women, which
was implemented in 2004 in collaboration with Makassed
Philanthropic Organization.

3. Service Delivery Guidelines in Reproductive Health:

MoPH with the support of UNFPA in cooperation with the
Lebanese Society of Obstetrics & Gynecology (LSOG) launched
“The amended version of the clinical guidelines for reproductive
health services”, which aimed at improving the knowledge and
skills of service providers in order to ensure the provision of
services that meet women’s, men’s and youth’s needs in
Lebanon. Accordingly, the first phase of training took place from
July to September, with 275 physicians and health care workers,
including: 160 paramedical specialties, 88 medical and 27
humanitarian actors.

A Glance on Primary Health Care Centers
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Islamic Health Society (IHS)
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IHS was founded in 1984, during which first aid and civil defense
services were provided. After that, IHS established health
centers, dispensaries, and hospitals across Lebanon. These
include: 95 health centers located in Beirut, the South, Bekaa
and the North in addition to 2 hospitals, one in Hermel and the
other in Bint-Jbeil, and Mobile clinics delivering health services
to 51 towns periodically. In 2014, 1,734,520 beneficiaries
received health, psychological and social services provided by
IHS. IHS commits to providing continuous, effective and high
quality PHC services through its network of 20 PHC centers,
including: preventive and curative services, mental health and
provision of essential medicine, smoking cessation, school

health, health education
and awareness outreach
activities targeting
community needs. Some
centers also provide
speech, movement, and
sensational therapy
services.
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Directorate of Health and Social Services (DHSS) at Rafik Hariri Foundation
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DHSS a subsidiary of the Rafik Hariri Foundation, founded in the
beginning of 2000 as a humanitarian and medically oriented
non-profit organization, aims at addressing the health needs of
the community through the provision of comprehensive primary
care services at affordable prices with high quality standards.
DHSS comprises of 22 PHC centers distributed all over Lebanon,
to enhance accessibility to medical care, especially in deprived
areas, and to deliver preventive, curative and medical services.
Through DHSS's close collaboration with MoPH, its centers
receive essential medicine as
well as medicine for chronic
diseases, and vaccines, in
addition to being part of the
Accreditation program
implemented by MoPH. DHSS
also offers social services to the community it serves, tackling
society's needs and targeting individuals with disabilities.
